About The Cemetery:
Damascus United Methodist Church Cemetery is a private cemetery owned by Damascus United Methodist Church.  The church cemetery committee, nor the church itself, is not responsible for any vandalism to tombstones/monuments.  
Gary Richard is the Superintendent of the cemetery.  He can be reached through Damascus United Methodist Church at 301-253-0022 to purchase plots, to arrange for grave preparation for burial of a recently deceased person, and for any questions about the cemetery.
Bernardine Beall is the Restoration Coordinator of the cemetery.  She can be reached at 301-253-2014 to provide help with genealogy, location, and care of the grounds.
Cemetery Rules & Criteria:
Current members of Damascus United Methodist Church may purchase plots at the price in effect at the time of purchase.

No more than 8 plots may be purchased by one family (head of household and/or spouse).

Money received from the purchase of plots is placed in an interest-bearing account and the interest is used for general maintenance of the cemetery.
By policy, “old decorations” are to be removed by the lot owner or maintenance crew before Easter, Memorial Day, and Christmas.
The Church Cemetery is not a “perpetual care” cemetery, as many cemeteries are.  Each plot owner and/or plot owner’s family is responsible for the care/maintenance of the tombstone/monument.  If tombstone/monument becomes crooked or leans, or if an inscription needs to be placed on the stone, i.e., date of death, etc., it is the responsibility of the family to do such.  

Some footings for the tombstones are not strong enough for the weight of the stone/monument.  It is the responsibility of the deceased’s family to ensure a safe footing is in place.

Contributions to the Damascus Cemetery Committee Fund are encouraged as lawn care costs are increasing each year.
