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Faith of our Fathers
- A Methodist History Tour set for September 10

As the youth have said so many times, When Walt asks........ I It is with great pleasure that | have accept
Pastor Walt's invitation to set up a tour to visit some of the most historically important Methodist sites in
Baltimore. We live in the cradle of Methodism, where many important events shaped the church as we kno
it today.

The movement, which would become the Methodist Church, began in th&8thiccentury within the
Church of England. A small group of students, including John and Charles Wesley, and George Whitefielc
formed on the Oxford University campus. The group focused on Bible study, methodical study of scripture
and |iving a holy 1ife. Ot her students mocked
being overly methodical in their Bible study and lifestyle. In 1735 the Wesley brothers came to America to
preach the gospel to the American Indians in Georgia.

The first official organization in the United States occurred in Baltimore in 1784 with the formation of the
Methodist Episcopal Church at the Christmas Conference with Francis Asbury and Thomas Coke as leade
The conference was held at thevely Lane Methodist Churgltonsidered the Mother Church of American
Methodism. The new church grew rapidly in America as it employed circuit riders to travel by horseback to
preach the Gospel and to establish churches, many of which are in Montgomery, Frederick and Carro
Counties. In 1844, the General Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church split into two conference
because of tensions over slavery. The two conferences, Methodist Episcopal Church (northern section) a
Methodist Episcopal Church South remained separate until 1939, when they reunited and became the Met
odist Church.  On April 23, 1968, The United Methodist Church was created when the Evangelical Unitec
Brethren Church and The Methodist Church joined together.

Old Otterbein Churclis the mother church of the United Brethren in Christ and the oldest church edifice in
continuous use in the city of Baltimore. In 1771, a German Evangelical Reformed Church was organized a
a temporary chapel erected to house the congregation. (On June 22, 1772, pastor Benedict Schwope len
chapel to Joseph Pilmore as a place to organize the Lovely Lane Meeting House congregation.) Schwope
Francis Asbury persuaded Philip William Otterbein (3:1883) to accept the pastorate in 1774. Otterbein had
come from Germany in 1751 as a missionary to German colonists in Pennsylvania. The Baltimore pastor:
was his fifth, and he stayed for the rest of his life, a tmnhe year pastorate. Otterbein had a close relation-
ship with Francis Asbury; in 1784 he assisted in Asbury's ordination at the Christmas Conference whic
founded the Methodist Episcopal Church.

Mount Vernon Place United Methodist Churisha prime example of Victorian Gothic architecture. Con-
ceived as th€athedral of Methodispthe building was completed in 1872 in what was then, the outskirts of
Baltimore. The church sits on the site of the mansion of Charles Howard and his wife Elizabeth Phoebe Ke
Her f ather, Francis Scott Key died in his daught
outside church wall.
