PENTECOST:  

The Time to Continually Embrace Life 

  We are days away from Pentecost, fifty days after Easter, ten days 

after the Ascension, the day we remember the power of the Holy Spirit 

coming to the apostles as promised by Jesus.  Today, even though its Senior 

Sunday, a staple in Damascus Church’s calendar, our liturgy heralds the 

“soon-to-come” day of receiving the all-embracing force that sweeps us into 

a new way of “doing life.”  No more is routine the practice.  No more is just 

doing the expected the normalcy of the Sabbath.   

 This is particularly true this year, for Pentecost comes so late in the 

calendar, that it is the same day as the Sunday we present the music for the 

Summer Youth Mission Tour to England for 2011.  On June 12, we shall 

therefore gather on the front lawn, as has been our custom, and process 

into the sanctuary as the Academy of St. Cecilia plays a procession using the 

Telemann Triple Trumpet Concerto to liven our step.  Bright and beauti-

ful, our young people will provide music that comes from Franz Joseph 

Haydn’s Paukenmesse or Mass in Time of War, a wonderfully brilliant and 

rich setting of the words that celebrate our life as the Church.   Using the 

texts of the Kyrie, Gloria, Credo and Agnus Dei, we will remember Pente-

cost with the “wind, fire and flames and the singing of the great hymns of 

the day, Hail Thee Festival Day, Wesley’s See How Great a Flame Aspires, 

and Sweet, Sweet Spirit, the closing “swing tune” that completes Eucharist 

communion around the room.  The “dona nobis pacem” or “give us 

peace” section of the Agnus Dei coming right before the communion, high-

lights the theme of this year’s youth tour, Peace in Our Time.   

 In all our years of traveling we have never had the pleasure and 

power of celebrating Pentecost on the Sunday before our leaving.  This is 

truly a new “going into the world with the Gospel” Day, especially with this 

exciting adventure to England with 70 young people and over 100 in the 

entourage.  Talk about embracing life in a sweeping, radically new way, next 

Sunday and for most of June, our faith community will be experiencing the 

exuberance and dynamism of a most rare “Body of Christ” pilgrimage.  

 Get ready for this year’s Pentecost. Dress in red, plan to sing your 

heart out, and open yourself to receive the fullness of God’s Spirit in the 

most unusual celebration of this banner day in our history.

Ten Best Tips for Beginning Gardeners  

¶  Start small. Containers or a few in-ground beds are a  

 great way to get started. Plowing up your entire yard  
 will leave you frustrated and exhausted. 

¶  Take a soil sample - it's the first step to getting your soil  

 in shape. 

¶  Visit neighbors with gardens - what plants grow well  

 for them?  Perhaps they will share their knowledge,  
 experience, and seeds with you! 

¶  Your garden should be on level ground, receive at least 6 hours of full sun each day, and have  

 easy access to water. Try to grow vegetables and herbs close to your home for convenience. 

¶  Fence out wildlife to protect your fruits and vegetables. 

¶  Add compost to make your garden soil fertile, crumbly, and well-drained. 

¶  Choose easy crops- marigolds, zinnias and other annuals add color and attract pollinators.  
 Bush bean, tomato, cucumber, pepper, squash, and leafy greens are some easy vegetables.  
 And don't forget those herbs! 

¶  Follow seed and plant spacing recommendations.  

 Place taller crops on the north and west sides of your garden so they will not shade shorter plants. 

¶  Remove weeds by pulling or chopping them off at the soil line with a sharp hoe. Covering the soil 

 with straw, leaves, or compost will help control weeds, keep the soil moist, and add soil nutrients. 

¶  Water when the soil is dry just below the surface. Avoid frequent, shallow watering.  

 Fertilize as needed and take time to enjoy the peace, beauty, and bounty of your new garden!

In the event you havenôt taken a walk around the church recently (albeit, you might need boots to do so), 

youôll see a world of change.  And, despite a dose of heavy rain, weôre only a few weeks behind plan, and 

there is lots going on! 

The pavilion was successfully picked up and relocated to its new site.  Weôre hoping to post pictures in the 

narthex or on the church website for those of you who missed the amazing event. 

The parking lot and new driveway are starting to take shape.  But, itôs the Courtyard that is really the center-

piece of Phase I! 

Step into the new Courtyard and youôll see how quickly itôs taking shapeé.brick benches around the perime-

ter, functional stairs leading out of the ñdoor to nowhere.ò  The floor has been poured, and itôs now awaiting 

the laying of the paver labyrinth.  Whoops !!  Update  . . . . As of June 3, the labyrinth is almost done !! 

The retaining wall that has been built will remain in its current form until a time when we can afford to com-

plete the passageway that connects the narthex to the choir room.  You may recall the Building Committee 

had to remove the passageway from the Phase I plans as pledges fell several hundred thousand dollars short 

of projected funding needed to complete it.  If all the families who made pledges to the new building were to 

complete their pledging, we would have sufficient funds to complete the passageway as part of Phase I.  In 

the meantime, the retaining wall will remain as is and weôll make good use of the new Courtyard. 

From a financial standpoint, we have experienced some price increases (namely asphalt), but the majority of 

costs have been locked in and the building project remains on budget. 

Thank you to all that have continue to support this expansion project of our church.

SOUNDS FOR GLORY:   THE DUMC ORGAN RENOVATION CAMPAIGN! 

Our committee starts each meeting with the following prayer: Lord, give us guidance as we work to restore the 

organ and remind us that it sounds for Your glory. 

What needs to be done and how much will it cost? 

Lawless Organ Company has submitted a proposal to replace the organ wiring (converting it to solid-state), rebuild-

ing the console, and adding three new ranks of pipes for $182,000 divided into two phases. Currently, the new 

ranks (purchased years ago by DUMC at yard-sale prices) and console (donated by Stephen and Megan Kal-

noske) are in storage at Lawless.  

The first phase ($129,000) will include: complete rebuilding of the E.M. Skinner 4-manual (keyboard) console, 

building windchests for the 3 new ranks, revoicing (tuning) the new ranks, and ordering all parts necessary for 

the installation of the renovated console and ranks. These parts are not available at a big-box store; they are cus-

tom-made. This phase will take approximately 5 months to complete and will involve a 5-month payment plan.  

The second phase ($53,000) will be the actual installation of the new console, ranks, and wiring at DUMC. 

How will we pay for this?  

We will not borrow money to fund this. 

There is a foundation which offers grants for E.M. Skinner organ renovation projects such as ours. The committee 

will pursue this and other sources of funds.  

You! We will make a major push for donations after Easter and the Charles Wesley Singers fundraisers. We plan on 

having fun runs, concerts, etc. to involve the whole community in fundraising. Of course, if you are so moved, 

you are welcome to donate now by check or e-giving. Just indicate that the money is for ñSounds for Gloryò or 

the organ renovation campaign.  

Ongoing fundraisers include the sale of the Worship Arts Ministry's ñAll Good Giftsò CD. The Kitchen Committee 

(including the Cochrans and Linthicums) gave all the proceeds (more than $2300) from the March 23rd Wonder-

ful Wednesday Dinner to the campaign.

We can rejoice that our community of believers has been faithful in their tithes and offerings during the first 

four and one-half months of this year.  As a result, the difference between our tithes and offerings received and 

their estimated monthly amounts that are in the budget has remained relatively level over this time.  The re-

ceived amounts are below the budgeted amounts by approximately $15k to $30k over this time period, which 

is not unusual.  This has enabled us to keep current on all of our bills and also to keep up to date on payment of 

all of our monthly apportionment payments to the Baltimore-Washington Conference. 

However, summer months are upon us, and it is very important to our finances that we continue to be attentive 

to our usual pattern of giving, be that weekly, bi-monthly or monthly.  A very good way to keep your giving 

regular is to participate in e-giving.

In March we began a campaign to reduce our debt by $100,000.  If each regularly giving DUMC family were 

to give $350 to this campaign, we could completely retire this debt.
