A Day to Remember;
Celebration of Building on the Cross

Last Sunday afternoon at just a few minutes before 4
p.m., the sky began to clear after the seemingly threatening day
for rain. The new courtyard with its spiritual center of the laby-
rinth was beginning to receive folks who were coming to hear
the music of Scott Fulton, who for more than two decades of-
fered this “Body in Christ” his special music. Scott himself was
standing at the center of the labyrinth “warming up” with his
guitar. The “air” was set for the wonderfully delightful hours
that heralded the celebration of the completion of Stage One of
Building on the Cross.

Coming down from the Music Room after practicing
with the Charles Wesley Singers at about 4:40 p.m., I felt such
joy to hear familiar strains of Scott’s voice and his creative
songs, especially the one about “standing tall” in the midst of
difficulty. To see more than a hundred people sitting around the
walls of the courtyard smiling and enjoying the music seemed
like an overture to the beauty of this new spiritual “room” and its
potential for goodness, not only in Damascus Church but also in
the whole community. As we approached the hour of dedica-
tion, it seemed as if all was in perfect readiness for the sacred
hour.

At 5:00 p.m. we greeted one another and sang the unity
song from the 60’s and 70’s, “They’ll Know We Are Christians
by Our Love,” Scott and Matt Packard giving accompaniment.
Linda Motter offered the prayer for the occasion using these
words “let these facilities . . . become ‘spaces for the sacred’
where Christians gather together to pray, sing, fellowship, learn
and walk as companions in love.” Mickey Cochran read the
cherished words of Solomon from I Kings 8: 22 -30, the words
he spoke before the dedication of the temple in Jerusalem. Polly
Edmonds Baldridge as the cantor sang and lead “the earth is the
Lord’s psalm,” Psalm 24, adding much warmth to the moment,
and Rick Kenney, making the trek from San Diego, read St.
Paul’s words “of peace and unity by the gift of Jesus,” from
Ephesians 2: 13 — 22. Direct descendant of our founding father
Benjamin Benton, Joy Schwab read the Gospel from St. Mat-
thew 7: 24- 27, reminding us of the centrality of “building our
house on the rock.” FEEE




David Lingrell, along with the Building Committee, architect, general contractor and construction su-
pervisors, presented the work to our District Superintendent Vivian McCarthy with these words. “We present
the labyrinth, the paved courtyard with the beginning wall of the connector, the moved and renovated Mullinix
Pavilion, the foundation preparation for the Phase II building, the expanded parking facility and the connecting
road to Mt. Vernon Avenue, as venues for the growth of Damascus United Methodist Church in the commu-
nity.” Sister Vivian responded:

“On behalf of the Baltimore Washington Conference, I accept these contributions to the ministry of
Damascus United Methodist Church in this community. I rejoice that this parish and its leadership have made
possible the continued growth of the United Methodist Church in its Discipleship Adventure to Celebrate,
Connect, Develop, Serve and Share in this place.” The congregation joined together in prayer, and the
prayer’s last petition summed up very well, setting the tone for the afternoon. “Bless us as we use them (the
facilities), that they may edify and encourage all who stand on their ground, sit on their benches, walk their
stones, or drive to their places; that all may become “devoted servants, drawn to Jesus and dedicated to mak-
ing disciples.”

We all sang the cherished tune, “I am the church, you are the church, we are the church,” the children
being invited to sing and dance with the song. After a blessing, we then made our way to the pavilion for an
“In10se BBQ” dinner of “pork and chicken and all the fixin’s.” At 7:00 pm the young artists of our parish and
our teachers gave a truly remarkable and magnificent concert in the sanctuary- a perfect way to end a perfect
day- and all without rain!

A Missions Update....

In mid-August Norm and Cheryl Minekime returned to the Hopi THE HOPI FOUNDATION
Reservation as members of a “Volunteers in Mission” team lead by LOMASUMI NANGWTUKWSIWMANI

Jill Maisch from Sandy Mount United Methodist Church in Finks-

burg, MD. The focus of previous trips has been primarily to work

with the Hopi Mission School. This year the eleven member team performed a variety of light maintenance tasks
over the course of a week, working for the first time directly with The Hopi Foundation, a non-profit organization
located in Kykotsmovi, AZ. The Hopi Foundation was first approached last year with the hope that future VIM
teams would be able to venture out to learn, work and serve in the greater Hopi community at large.

Tasks included building a small fence behind The Hopi Foundation’s offices, painting signs for both The Hopi
Foundation and local public radio station, KUYT — 88.1 FM (www .kuyi.net), clearing brush and weeds from around
KUYT itself and consolidating/importing the radio station’s music catalogue into a single Microsoft Excel file from
multiple Word documents. The team also helped clear about a 4 mile portion of a historical trail in preparation for
the “Water is Life” Run (Paatuwaqatsi) held on September 10th, as well as helping to organize and clean several
classrooms at the Hopi Mission School.

In return, The Hopi Foundation warmly welcomed the team with open arms, took everyone on a tour of the terrace
gardens in Hotevilla and Bacavi villages, a project of the Natwani Coalition, and hosted an evening of sharing and
fellowship that included ice cream and cake, the exchanging of gifts and entertainment in the form of traditional
Hopi songs sung by a young Hopi woman and her uncle. The team was also privileged to see a portion of the But-
terfly Dances, a traditional Hopi social dance held on First Mesa.

The week full of blessings afforded the team the unprecedented opportunity to make new friends and to meet, share
and work with a greater number of Hopi people than on any previous trips. The week ended
with positive feedback on both sides and the hope of a deeper relationship in years to come. THE BEACON

Between Cultures has just received the exciting news that we have
been approved by Nicaragua’s Congress to become a legal non-profit
organization! This will mean health care and retirement benefits for
workers, and is another step forward in our goal of accountability and transparency as an organization.

We have also decided, based on the success of last year’s Biblical Retreat, to offer another Biblical Retreat in
Managua at the end of October. It will be for members of La Danta who could not attend last year, as well as
members of a nearby farming community, Dulce Nombre de Jesus (The Sweet Name of Jesus), and the
Christian Base Community La Amistad (Friendship) in Managua. We have worked with Dulce Nombre de
Jesus this year, and are hoping to work with La Amistad, and feel that this will be a good introduction for
them into the kind of work that we offer.

Between Cultures will also be hosting four talks this October at the Casa Ben Linder, a meeting place for
Nicaraguans and U.S. citizens to hear about the work of social justice organizations and current issues in
Nicaragua. The talks will be featuring analyses of the upcoming Presidential and Congressional elections in
Nicaragua in November of 2011.

We are also excited to share that former DUMC member Dakota Kenney and her pastor from San Dieguito
United Methodist in San Diego, CA will be bringing a delegation to Nicaragua next summer!

And last but not least, the church construction in La Danta is progressing. It’s a busy time of planting in La
Danta, but they are still working on getting the walls finished, as well as closing in the roof. La Danta hopes
to have a delegation from DUMC come next year to christen the church, and perhaps put some finishing
touches on it!

Let’s all give thanks to our
trainees’ families, who have agreed to sacrifice their time with Harry and Karalee, and pick up the torch while
they attend class or are busy studying! Special thanks to Harry’s wife, Kathy, and Karalee’s family; husband,
Brad, and children Lydia and Isaac.

So you may be asking yourself what is Stephen Ministry training all about anyway? DUMC is part of a
local network of several churches that have Stephen Ministries. As a result, the network is able to combine re-
sources for the 50-hour training course which has just begun. The churches involved share their facilities and
trainers with one another. The Stephen Leaders who train the new ministers have all had additional training to
help facilitate this training process and to direct the ministry in their congregations.

At present the class is held on Monday nights from 7:30 until 9:45 p.m. In addition to the class time, our train-
ees have a pretty hefty reading list (two training manuals and three separate books are used) which helps them to
be prepared for the upcoming week’s training.

Training focuses on the importance of prayer and listening, and on how to provide support and encouragement
without rushing in as an adviser or problem-solver. “The simple act of listening can be very empowering,” ac-
cording to Jeff Grimes, a Plymouth Congregational Church, Des Moines, IA, Stephen Leader. “When people
speak their concerns, they no longer shoulder that burden alone.”

Once a training candidate successfully finishes the training, they are commissioned with their entire class at a
commissioning banquet, and then again at their individual churches. Once they are commissioned, they are
matched with a care receiver. This selection is made with much prayer and discernment by the referrals’ coordi-
nator (Pam Colborn at DUMC). Stephen Ministers are asked to serve for two years. Many stay on beyond that
time. The ministry is modeled after the works of St. Stephen, who was the first lay person commissioned by the
apostles to provide caring ministry to those in need (as recorded in Acts 6).

Church and Society: A Table Open to All, Enabling All to Come

October is Maryland Disability History and Awareness Month and National Disability Employment Awareness
Month. We in Maryland are blessed with a vibrant economy, a wonderful education system and opportunities
that only living near the nation’s capital can offer. We as United Methodists profess “Open Hearts, Open Minds,
and Open Doors” to all and, as energetically affirmed at Annual Conference, our table is open and there is room
at the table for everyone.

But as I was contemplating how we can more fully reflect the spirit of Christ in our community, I realized that
all may be welcome but, especially for people with disabilities, all are not enabled to come to the table. We have
worked hard to provide access to those whose disabilities are visible and whose needs are clear through ramps
for those who have difficulty walking, hearing aids and sign language interpreters for those who have trouble
hearing as well as home visits for those who are housebound. Many disabilities are not visible and enabling par-
ticipation in the Body of Christ is not easily accomplished. For persons with cognitive or emotional difficulties,
challenges may remain hidden and unknown to all but those who know them most intimately.

So, during this month of disability awareness in Maryland, we have an opportunity to contemplate how we can
enable everyone to become full, participating members of Christ’s community and provide to each the forms of
grace appropriate to their need. To foster this awareness, the following prayer is provided. Please use this
prayer as part of daily devotions, beginning of Sunday school class or other church gathering during the month
of October.
