How the Stephen Ministry Got

The Rev. Kenneth C. Haugk, Ph.D., who serves as the Executive Director of Stephen Ministries, a pas-
tor, and a clinical psychol ogi st, founded the
Louis, Missouri in 1975 with his wife, Joan (now deceased). The ministry is used by 10,000 congrega-
tions from 150 denominations. Tens of thousands of pastors and lay leaders have trained as Stephen
Leaders in order to direct the Stephen Ministry in their congregations. The largest accomplishment of
all is the number of people whom God has cared for through a Stephen Minister - more than a million -
and growing.1

The original twelve apostles needed help with their increasing workloads. They did not want the minis-
try of spreading the word of God to suffer. For this reason they gathered the disciples in Jerusalem,
and instructed them to choose seven additional men who were known to be wise and full of the Holy
Spirit to help them. The Apostles prayed and laid their hands on these seven men. Stephen was the

el dest of the seven and for this reason is often r

Stephen developed a reputation for doing very good and meaningful work amongst the people, and for
being responsible for some miraculous signs. His gift of speech was noteworthy and not well received
by everyone. Stephen was known to preach Christianity and defeated Jewish teachers of the law in
debate. Opposition grew and Stephen did not shift in his resolve. Several were convinced that
Stephen had spread words of blasphemy against Moses and against God. If true, this was an act that
was punishable by death.

During his trial before the Sanhedrin, it is reported that Stephen gave a fiery speech during which he
saw the heavens opened and observed Jesus Christ standing at the right hand of God. Stephen was
dragged out of the city and stoned to death. Just like Jesus, Stephen prayed for his murderers. He

prayed, ALord Jesus, receive my spirit. Oh Lord,

how Stephen became the first Christian martyr.

Stephen on his estate. They both believed in Christ, and later received Holy Baptism.
